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Introduction. The Goal and Method of Learning Hebrew 
 
1) The purpose of learning Hebrew 

a) To read the Old Testament in its original language. 
b) To understand the Word of God better. 
c) To live according to the will of God. 
d) To share the Word of God with anyone who needs. 

 
2) The method of learning Hebrew Bible 

a) Listen to the audio-materials (CD or cassette tape) many times; sometimes with the text or 
without the text, sometimes with any translation of the text: make the language sound 
familiar to your ears. 

b) Read aloud: put the text on your tongue. 
c) Copy the text by handwriting: let your hand handle it. 
d) Do not analyze too much, rather try to hear what the Holy Spirit says to you through the 

Hebrew text. 
e) Take advantage of Modern Hebrew and Hebrew Bible songs, which are helpful for the 

study of Biblical Hebrew. 
 
3) The features of the Hebrew language 

a) The Hebrew language has never died, and the biblical Hebrew is similar to modern Hebrew. 
b) The Hebrew language is easy to learn. 
c) The Hebrew language is written from right to left. 
d) Most vocabularies of the Hebrew language are composed from three root letters. 
e) The meaning and function of a Hebrew word are decided by vowel signs, prefix, and suffix 

etc., mainly based on the basic meaning of the root. 
f) Vowel signs are not to be overemphasized, because they were invented after the consonant

Chapter 4. Accent · Jacob’s Family to Egypt (Genesis 46:8-25) 
 
<Hebrew Accent> 
The Hebrew accents are used as ‘marks of punctuation’ to indicate the logical (syntactical) relation 
of single words to their immediate surroundings, and thus to the whole sentence. As ‘marks of 
punctuation’ the accents are subdivided into disjunctive(=separate) and conjunctive(=connect) 
accents.  
Caesar Accents: The strongest disjunctive accent is called ‘caesar accent.’ The caesar accents in the 
21 books of the O.T., that is, except Job, Proverbs, and Psalms, are as following.
